Further to our communication so far and based on the latest developments as they
take place, we request your immediate intervention under Law 58(1)/2011 which
provides for the granting of authority to prepare ex officio reports with views,
suggestions and proposals on human rights issues, which do not fall under the
corresponding powers under other laws, for the direct examination of our
complaints ex officio and the preparation of a relevant report, taking into account
the announcement of 16/04/2021, which refers to children who seek justice and
are in despair due to the occasion of the death of a minor child from deprivation of
access to public school and to the reflection of the incident on dozens of other
children, stating that."without purification there can be no re-evaluation, crime



without pumshment is an eternal condemnation of decapitation in a sick mattress.

Furthermore, in light of the decision dated 06/09/2019, of the Commissioner for
Administration and in relation to the instructions/circulars of the Ministry of
Education and the Minister of Health that stigmatize people, marginalize adults
and minors and deprive them of the right to free trafficking, right of thought, right of
expression, education, peaceful assembly, etc. under the Constitution as well as
the violation of the Law on Combating Racial Discrimination and Certain Other
Discrimination (Commissioner), Law 42(1)/2004], according to which the
Commissioner is responsible for promoting equal opportunities and the safeguard,
without racial or other discrimination, of the enjoyment of human rights, Rights and
freedoms enshrined in the Constitution or guaranteed in European and
International Conventions ratified by the Republic of Cyprus. We refer to the
resolution of the Council of Europe no. 2361/2021, dated 27/01/2021 which
provides instructions on vaccines and vaccinations, as well as the fully transparent
information of the citizens that, among other, articles 7.3.1, 7.3.2, 7.5.2, securing
the rights of citizens and their information that their participation in the
experimental programme by obtaining the contents of any preparation is an
individual choice which should be made after an informed decision (which can only
be obtained after complete, transparent and objective information) and that no
one shall come under pressure by political, social or other means to be vaccinated



if they do not wish to be and that the vaccination certificate may only be used for
the purposes of the experimental programme of the abovementioned preparations.

We consider that the Law on Children in Conflict with the Law, L. 55(1)/2021) and
the amendments that have been made concern the coercion of children and the
annulment of the parental care of the parents by taking legal measures against
parents for the removal thereof. We hold accountable all those responsible,
including Members of Parliament, Ministers of Justice and Public Order, Minister
of Health, Minister of Education, Parents’ Associations, Federation of Parents'
Associations regarding the consequences of any decisions concerning the
conversion of Schools into closed structures, appointment of Police Officers as
School Curators, requisition of Schools or Gyms, vaccinations, rapid or PCR test,



and we draw your attention to the letter of OELMEK dated 04/02/2021 which
states that it met as a body on 04/02/2021 considering the content of the circular
issued by the Ministry of Education on 02/02/2021  unacceptable,
incomprehensible and dangerous for public health which allows students to return
to schools without the need to present a negative result by RAPID TEST. The
above letter by OELMEK arbitrarily mentioned that the unencumbered course of
senior students in relation to the Pancyprian exams is allegedly put to danger,
with absolutely no scientific testimony whatsoever and according to which the
increase of transmissibility from students to teachers and not vice versa was
utterly wrongfully based. On this matter, we refer you to the written intervention of
Dr. Elpidoforos Sotiriades who scolded the imposition of tests as a completely
absurd measure which violates, among other, the Principle of Proportionality of
measures, since out of more than 1,000 samples, the positivity rate was
approximately two per a thousandth. The most characteristic example is that of a
female student who had no rapid test and the Principal did not allow her to attend
the Pancyprian exams, disregarding the circular dated 18/05/2021 of the Ministry
of Education (File No. 21.11.06.0117) which provides for the right to attend
examinations immediately with a special arrangement, regardless of the
submission of PCR or Rapid test, either by attending an examination at another
center or special area.

In particular, we draw your attention to the adoption on 20/04/2021 of the Law on
Children in Conflict with the Law (L. 55(I) /2021 Curators 06-07/05/2021 which
should either be withdrawn or officially revoked, or exclude cases concerning
either Personal Data, or the Quarantine Law, or any Decrees continuing and/or
related to the above Law or any Medical act including Rapid test or PCR tests, use
of a mask, or even vaccination. In the event we are not heard, this shall be
tantamount to a conflict with the Council of Europe Resolution 2361/2021 of
27/01/2021 which provides instructions regarding vaccination issues and their
non-compulsory nature, something which does not take place and is not enforced
in any manner in the Republic of Cyprus. Also, article 7.3.2 guarantees the right of
any person against discrimination for non-vaccination due to possible health risks
(health of both himself and those around them [reference to the circulars - letter of
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs dated 18/05/2021 and letter of OELMEK
02/02/2021]) or for the fact that they do not wish to be. Also the School Principals
define the whole process of parents’ visits and/or children at schools for
celebrations and anything else with exceptions, (1) presenting a vaccination
certificate, (2) proof that a person has contracted the disease, or (3) negative
result of Rapid or PCR test within 72 hours in violation, inter alia, of Article 7.5.2 of
the same resolution which provides that "vaccination certificates may be used only
to (1) monitor the effectiveness of the vaccine, (2) potential side effects and (3)
adverse effects which, again, is still not implemented in Cyprus, where there is a
plethora of discriminations and violations including discrimination, racism,
marginalization and other violations which constitute the root cause of
psychosocial - economic problems in both adults and minors with incalculable
consequences both in the medium and long term and most likely with irreversible
negative effects (see decision of the Commissioner for Administration and
Protection of Human Rights dated 16/04/2021 who convicted Officers from various
bodies and attributed liability for the suicide of the minor student Stylianos).

In this case, you do realize that the risk of the number of students who are either
in the same situation as Stylianos, or will be in this situation in the near future,
increases sharply and with geometric progress depending on the measures taken
over time and to be taken in the future which relate to the deprivation of the right of
access to public education, which makes all competent bodies liable.
